Girl Scouts is dedicated to serving all girls, regardless of their circumstances.
Under the umbrella of “Social Impact Programs,” we anticipate serving 2,000
girls, including girls in the foster care system, during the current program year
through the programs below.

GIRL SCOUTS BEYOND BARS (GSBB)

GSBB equips girls whose mothers are incarcerated with the tools they’ll need
to succeed, while strengthening the mother/daughter bond. Mothers and
daughters take an active role in planning and implementing their Girl Scout
Leadership Experience, a process that fosters life skills and personal growth. After
release, they can continue to participate in commmunity troop meetings, making
Girl Scouting a consistent and supportive presence in their lives.

The program
addresses prevalent issues including education, health, homelessness, gang
activity, substance abuse, violence, and sexual exploitation. Girl Scouting
challenges girls to nurture their inner leadership skills and break dangerous
cycles of behavior.
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COMMUNITY SUPPORT NEEDED

Because of the initial start-up and continued support required, we
estimate it costs an extra $535 per girl per year in these Social Impact
troops. Over the next three years, we aim to increase the number of girls
reached to over 3000. With support from the community, we can serve
more girls in a shorter timeframe. We know that investing in girls will
produce a great return in economic development, social progress and
public health, improving not only individual lives but the fabric of society
overall.
